Under the menu option 
Group Statistics, it is 
possible to gather statistics 
regarding the number of 
searches and the number 
of sells (ghost segments 
created) per account, 
office, user and for specific 
periods.

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In this example you can 
see an activity break 
down per month and 
per day, displaying 
searches in relation to 
sells (generated ghost 
segments).

Please remember to

When creating ghost 
segments, please note 
the box MEMO. 

The MEMO information 
is not be transferred to 
the GDS, but is stored in 
the Administration 
module and exported to 
Excel. This can be used 
for internal information, 
e.g. account information, 
prices etc.
